BACKGROUND

4. The CARin its current format has been an annual requirement for every
local government in Western Australia to complete in accordance with
section 7.13 (1) (i) of the Act. It is required to be submitted to the
Department of Local Government, Sport and Cultural Industries by 31
March each year.

5. The CAR is designed to be a tool for local government, allowing it to

identify those areas where legislative requirements have not been met
and then to implement processes to ensure that such instances of
noncompliance do not continue.

DETAILS AND ANALYSIS

The Terms of Reference of the Audit and Risk Committee require the
Committee to review and make recommendations to Council on the
completed CAR.

The 2022 CAR covered 12 categories and 94 questions including one
category with nine (9) Optional Questions.

During completion of the CAR, an issue of non-compliance occurred with
respect to question 5 in the Disclosure of Interest section. The non-
compliance related to three (3) members of staff not submitting Annual
Financial Interest Returns within the statutory timeframe. The forms were
subsequently submitted.

The matter has been dealt with by the Department of Local Government
